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People of Faith

Rahab:  “Faith to Change”
Hebrews 11:31 (NIV) “By faith the prostitute Rahab, because she welcomed the spies, was not killed with those who were disobedient.”
Rahab changed because she: 

I. Turned Her Back On 
.
Joshua 2:2-4 “The king of Jericho was told, ‘Look! Some of the Israelites have come here tonight to spy out the land.’ So the king of Jericho sent this message to Rahab: ‘Bring out the men who came to you and entered your house’… But the woman had taken the two men and hidden them.”

Proverbs 1:10 “My child, if sinners entice you, turn your back on them!” 

II. Welcomed The Word of 
.

John 1:1 (NIV) “In the beginning was the Word…”

Joshua 2:9-11 (NIV) “(Rahab) said to them, ‘I know that the Lord has given this land to you ….We have heard how the Lord dried up the water of the Red Sea … When we heard of it, our hearts melted and everyone's courage failed because of you, for the Lord your God is God in heaven above and on the earth below’.” 

Romans 10:17 (NIV) “…Faith comes from hearing the message, and the message is heard through the word of Christ.”

III. Placed Her Faith In 
.

Joshua 6:22-25 (NIV) “Joshua said to the two men who had spied out the land, ‘Go into the prostitute's house and bring her out and all who belong to her, in accordance with your oath to her’...They brought out her entire family and put them in a place outside the camp of Israel.  Then they burned the whole city and everything in it, ...But Joshua spared Rahab the prostitute, with her family and all who belonged to her, because she hid the men Joshua had sent as spies to Jericho — and she lives among the Israelites to this day.”
Joshua is the Hebrew name for Jesus (Yeshua) and both mean “God Saves” 

Acts 4:12 (NIV) “Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other name under heaven given to men by which we must be saved." 

Joshua 2:17-18 (NIV) “The men said to her, ‘This oath you made us swear will not be binding on us unless….you have tied this scarlet cord in the window through which you let us down, and unless you have brought your father and mother, your brothers and all your family into your house’.” 

John 1:29 (NIV) “…Look, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world!” 
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
